Financial Committee Report OO
April 2009 i March 2010 =

Throughout the 2009-2010 fiscal year (April T March) the board of directors approved projects based on the
financial projections submitted last year at the annual meeting in June 2009. The full financial statement will be
mailed with your membership certificates after receipt of your maintenance fees. A snapshot of our financial
accounting is below.

Actual Estimate
Beginning balance: $ 8116.63 $ 8116.63
Income: $32927.37  $32385.00
Expenses: $28775.08  $27062.00

March 31, 2010 balance: $12268.92 $13439.63

Maintenance fees collected came in at $542.37 more than planned but the expenses were $1713.08 more than
estimated with a resulting variance to our original plan of -$1170.71. Members again donated generously in the
amount of $1208 in cash. This money went towards many of the items listed below.

Projects and improvements included purchasing new Moon Lake signs for the boat ramp and peninsula park (installed by
volunteers), sixty chairs for meetings at the clubhouse, painting of the clubhouse (to be completed soon), new felt for the pool
table at the clubhouse (table was donated!), a dart board for the clubhouse, chairs for the tables at the pool (to match the lounge
chairs from the prior year), new umbrellas and two wrought iron benches, purchase of an emergency access gate at pool
(installed by volunteers), repair and painting of the fences at the park and boat ramp (done by volunteers), moved and rebuilt
the bulletin board at the clubhouse for easier accessbyall( done by volunteers), instal
(which was donated!). Funds were approved to secure a dumpster for $630 for the MLPOA Clean-up Day for use by property
owners and pool attendants were available seven days per week from Memorial Day (earlier than previous seasons) through
Labor Day weekend.

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The Lake & Peninsula Park: Fishing is great here at Moon Lake! Get out those fishing poles and try to reel in

some fish this summer! Moon Lake now requires boat stickers to identify members. They will be mailed back, free of charge,
with your membership cards. Please indicate if you need stickers when mailing back your annual dues. Peninsula Park has been

in existence since the development of Moon Lake and is a wonderful area to take the family for a picnic, fishing an(m

There are swings, a slide, merry-go-round and other play equipment. Picnic tables and barbeque areas are there for 1
community to use.

The Pool: The pool will be open on Saturday of Memorial Day weekend if weather permits and will remain open
until Labor Day. Pool hours are 12:00 noon i 8:00pm daily. Please remember to bring your membership pass with you.




We were able to have a pool
monitor last summer, 7 days per week. The donations sent in earmarked for the pool last year made it possible to
purchase new chairs to replace the old plastic ones and bright new umbrellas!

Transfer Site: The hours for the Transfer Site have changed. They are: Friday, Saturday Sunday and Monday from Noon -5 pm.
They are closed Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday. They now also accept recycling at 50cents per load, not per bag. They do not
accept glass or Styrofoam. Transfer site tickets are available at the Township hall (989-786-7872). The township will be holding
one free dump day this year, Saturday, June 26™. All household refuse will be accepted at no charge on this day.

Junk, Blight and Unlicensed Vehicles: The Board, along with the Building & Use Committee, will actively pursue and enforce the
current restrictions for the attractiveness of the Association. Properties found to be in violation will receive an initial notice of
violations and have 15 days to comply. If no action is taken, a letter will be sent giving final notice before further action is taken
through the township and county. Greenwood Township will be having a free day for drop off Saturday, June 26™, and Moon Lake
will be holding an additional day Labor Day weekend. This will provide property owners two opportunities to clean up and get rid of
items at no cost. Names of local people that will pick up scrap metal and recyclables (often at no charge) will available at the
clubhouse. A local scrap metal dealer will take junk cars and campers as long as there is a title, and haul away no charge.

Building & Use Committee: Our Building and Use Committee is active once again! Several properties for blight or zoning problems have

been resolved over the past several months. The committee would like to extend their thanks to the property owners who responded so quickly.

They have put in many hours working to enforce our deed restrictions that protect the attractiveness of Moon Lake. The dedicated
members of this team are here to help you with any questions you may have when planning your spring projects.
